TORIC LENS IMPLANT

You have chosen to use the Toric lens implant at the time of your cataract surgery.  The FDA has approved this lens for implantation during cataract surgery.  In the spirit of disclosure, we wish to communicate clearly the potential limitations of the use of this lens, including but not limited to the following:

EXPECTED RESULTS

In a large national study, most patients were very satisfied with this lens.  Most patients indicated that they would choose this lens again.  However, about 10-15% of patients still used glasses for distance.  This lens is not designed to help you see up close.  You will need reading glasses

LIMITATIONS OF PRE-OPERATIVE MEASUREMENTS AND FORMULAS

The measurements used to calculate the implant power are accurate and satisfactory in most cases.  We will take multiple measurements with highly sophisticated equipment and use multiple formulas to calculate the implant that best fits your eyes.  In spite of this, occasionally there is residual refractive error, and an individual result will not be as predicted.  This can result in your needing to wear glasses to see clearly.

MAY NOT BE ABLE TO USE

In a small percentage of cases, we may not be able to implant this lens.  In this case, a standard intraocular lens will be implanted instead.  When this situation occurs, we refund the cost of the lens.

PATIENT RESPONSIBILITY FOR COST OF LENS

Health insurance and/or Medicare usually pays for the removal of the cataract and associated costs (anesthesia and facility fee), not including any co pays or deductibles.   Neither health insurance nor Medicare pays for the extra costs of the Toric (astigmatism correcting) intraocular lens or the tests required prior to surgery.  
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
